Kennebec Region’s Farming Future to be Discussed at Open House and Forum

WINSLOW – John Piotti, executive director of Maine Farmland Trust, will share his view

of the future of farming in Maine and make a case for Maine’s ability to feed itself and

much of New England at the Winslow VFW, Friday, October 25 at 7:00 pm.
