Minutes
Elery Keene  motioned to accept  the minutes of  June 19, 2013. The motion was seconded by Mike Desrosiers.  Vote:  All in favor, 5-0
Public Works - roads will be of interest in the near future, continuation form last year.  Paul Fongemie will be part of these meetings.  Areas of development, grants for infrastructure (open space ordinance) and smaller lot sizes will be on future agendas.
Frank mentioned that the Convent building on Halifax Street has been sold and the buyer is considering making it an apartment building.  The buyer will need to come before the Planning Board for review.
Mike Parker asked about the natural gas situation and if the Town had any jurisdiction in the oversight of the project.  Frank told him the Town did not at this time.  Andy Vear asked questions about the pipes and how they are designed.  Al answered these questions.

(2) Old Business:  A. Moore Camp Expansion
      B. Mullins Kidder Street Sketch Plan
A.  Moore Camp
Al Hodsdon explained the plan handed out to members concerning changes to the Moore camp.  The Moore’s have two lots, Map 30 Lots 12A & 13.  They would like to tear down one building (lot 13) and add the area of that to the other building (lot 12A). The plan does not exceed 30% expansion.  One lot is owned by both and the other owned by Mrs. Moore only.  They will be combining the two lots with both names on the property.  They plan to have the addition on pads as is the rest of the camp.  The holding tank is all above ground due to ledge and is sufficient for the expansion as no bedrooms will be added.
Conditions:  Combine the two lots into one deed and record it with both names on it before any work is done.
Elery Keene motioned to approve the application with the above conditions.  Mike Desrosiers seconded this motion.  Vote:  All in favor;  5 – 0


B. Mullins Kidder Street Sketch Plan
The property is located in the Mixed Use District. 

Al Hodsdon handed out copies to each member of the plans for the project. He pointed out phase I, which is what would be started first. It would include townhouse type housing on small lots. Probably two story small units.  The idea is to build a close knit community. The owner’s hope is these units will appeal to younger families as starter homes and retirement homes for older persons with common green areas as well as some commercial properties such as convenience stores, small post office & new town center etc.  Mike Mullins, owner, has also met with Peter Garret on developing some walking trails throughout the area.
Some of the members were concerned that the areas left as “open space” are also the “wetland” areas and may not be usable.  Frank explained that “wetland” does not always mean it is wet and therefore unusable.  There are three criteria to be met to be designated a true wetland area.  In most cases not all three would be met and the land could be good area for a park, trials, playgrounds etc.
Mr. Mullins is hoping to start phase I in the spring.
Next meeting is planned for October 2, 2013.

Hoping for Mike Mullins to come to this meeting and provide more information on phase I of the project as well as future plans for the full project with extended sketch plan.

Mike Desrosiers motioned to adjourn and Elery Keene seconded this.  Vote:  All in favor;  5 – 0
